Outside of Museum:

Vehicles moving past the
main entrance (shared access
to others groups occasionally)

Uneven paths around site

Children to be supervised at
all times by school staff and to
escort the children into and
out of the building.

Sensible appropriate footwear
to be worn.

Schools responsible for
supervision and head counts.

Ensure children don’t climb on
anything unless instructed to
do so by museum staff.




Tripping on litter and plants in
Museum grounds.

Litter and hazardous plants
removed as far as possible.
Dangerous areas fenced off.
Children and teachers advised
to wear suitable clothing and
footwear.

Reception/Lunch area:

Slips and falls from spillages

Automatic doors

Spills cleared up as soon as
possible, and /or hazard
notices put in place.

Museum Interior:

Large engines

Children
and visitors advised to take
care, to not run and to be
aware of large engines and oil
patches prior to entering the
museum on led visits.

Any physical access
requirements are clarified
when making a booking.

Teachers and children advised
not to climb on engines.

Visitors advised to wear
suitable clothing and footwear

Access to Luggage Van via
stairs.

Visitors advised not to run and
to take care on stairs.

Access to this area is only in
pre-booked, led tours. Only
small groups are in workshops
at any one time.

e Workshop tours are
carefully controlled and
led by museum staff.

e No tools or chemicals in
use and kept securely
out of reach when
children in the
workshop.

e No engines to be
moving when children
in the workshop.

First Aider/First Aid Kit
available at all times.

On carriages and train
platform:

All staff and visitors

Danger of trapping hands in
doors.

Museum staff ensure train
doors are closed and children
advised not to tamper with
them.

Children and teachers ensure
awareness of potential
hazards prior to visit.




Fire safety

Children falling out of window
on train.

Oily, sooty trains.
Falls on or from platforms and
trains.

Panic and confusion on
hearing an alarm

Children advised not to hang
out of windows — Museum
staff will shut all windows if
necessary.

Children advised not to touch
exterior of trains.

Children advised to stand well
back from the platform edge.

Specified meeting point
arranged with school.

Entering museum: potential
contact with staff or visitors
risk of spread of Covid-19 to
staff and school group

Facilitators will take regular
Covid tests. They will not
deliver sessions if they display
symptoms of Covid-19 or have
a positive test result.

Facilitators and museum staff
will maintain a 2m distance.

Children or adults displaying
symptoms of Covid-19 should
not enter the museum.

School groups should social
distance themselves from
general visitors whilst visiting
the museum.

Only 1 school will be on site
per day.

The toilets will be cleaned
thoroughly before and after
each school group visits. Soap
and hand sanitiser will be
provided.

Chairs, tables, floors and
doors will be cleaned in this
area. It will only be in use by
the school group.

Children will be advised to
wash hands thoroughly before
eating. Hand sanitiser will be
provided.

Chairs, tables, floors and
doors will be cleaned in this
area. It will only be in use by
the school group.

Doors and windows will be
kept open to improve
ventilation.

Objects and materials will be
cleaned where possible or
quarantined for 72 hours

Adults should advise children
to use soap and wash their
hands thoroughly for at least
20 seconds after using the
toilets.

Adults should advise children
to use soap and wash their
hands thoroughly for at least
20 seconds before eating.

Adults should encourage
children to use hand sanitiser.
